
Building Bucks: Learning to Save
Learning how to save money is an important and difficult lesson for 
children. Not only is saving a key element in budgeting, it also teaches 
important life skills such as patience, delayed gratification, and the value 
of working towards a goal.

Is there a toy or game your child wants to purchase? Use this activity as an 
opportunity to show how saving money over time can be worth the wait!

Activity: This Little Piggy
Recommended ages 4–6

1. Color your piggy bank.

2. Write or draw a picture of something you might want  
to set money aside for as your savings goal.

3. Cut out your piggy bank on the outside solid line; 
carefully cut out the coin slot.

4. Fold and tape or glue the tabs to make a cube.

5. Each time you get money from gifts, an allowance, 
or by doing chores, divide it between your pigs.

6. Continue until you have enough money in your 
bank to purchase your goal item. Can you estimate 
how much you might need?

Adults: Consider matching the money your child saves as an added 
incentive!
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
